Specific Notes for Authors

Submitted papers should not have been previously published nor be currently under consideration for publication elsewhere. All papers are refereed through a double blind process. 

Submission Procedure
The manuscript, in English and not to exceed 07 pages in IEEE format, must be in Microsoft-Word. Special cases exceeding page limit will be considered. Submit soft copy and 2 hard copy paper with processing fee to managing editor round the year. 

Processing and Publishing Fee 
There is a mandatory processing and publishing fee of Rs. 1200 per paper for Indian authors, which must be paid at the time of submission of paper for possible publication. The first author will receive 1 RESEARCH@ICT complementary copies of in which the paper is published. 

For the authors from outside the India, the processing and publishing fee is US$ 60. 

Te paper processing and publishing fee should be paid in form of Demand Draft in favor of “DIRECTOR, ISTAR ” payable at Vallabh Vidyanagar or Anand (Gujarat).
